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Abstract

Two GPS receivers developed at JPL for NASA have been continuously operating on separate polar orbiting spacecraft since late 2000. The German CHAMP spacecraft, launched in July 2000, carries a 4-antenna version of the BlackJack GPS receiver for the purpose of precise orbit determination and atmospheric occultations. An identical instrument with a modified antenna configuration flies on the Argentine SAC-C satellite. The status of these instruments with respect to data availability, operational peculiarities and in-orbit modifications will be presented.
